Conference Hotel

This year’s Conference hotel is the Hilton New Orleans Riverside http://www1.hilton.com/en_US/hi/hotel/MSYNHHH-Hilton-New-Orleans-Riverside-Louisiana/index.do located on the banks of the Mississippi, with easy access to restaurants and shops. The hotel is adjacent to Riverwalk Marketplace, with shops and eateries, and is the head of a lovely brick river walkway in to the French Quarter 3 blocks from the hotel. There are several restaurants in the hotel, from take-out café to casual dining, including Drago’s. The hotel offers a full service business center, extensive health club and 2 outdoor heated swimming pools. The Conference’s schedule encourages you to eat meals outside of the hotel.  

Room Reservations

The room rate for LREDA attendees is $149 plus tax per night for single and double occupancy. LREDA attendees will have complimentary wireless access in guestrooms. Please note: There is no other complimentary internet access available in the hotel. To make hotel reservations, please click on the reservation link on the LREDA website: www.lreda.org. Please do not reserve your room on the general hotel website as the group rate will not be available and once your reservation is made, we cannot reduce the rate for you. Alternatively, you may call the hotel directly at 504-584-3999. Be sure to mention LREDA to receive the discounted group rate. The cut-off date for making reservation is Friday, September 17. After this date, or when the room block is filled—whichever comes first—our guaranteed room rate is no longer available. We urge you to make your reservations soon.

Transportation

The Hilton New Orleans Riverside is located 30 minutes from the Louis Armstrong New Orleans International Airport. Shuttle service is available at the airport and tickets may be purchased at the booth located in the baggage claim area across from carousel 6. Cost is $20 per person one way; $36 per person round trip. Shuttles run about every 15- 20 minutes. Reservations are not required prior to arrival; return reservations are recommended. Cab fare from the airport is about $35 not including tip. For those attendees needing accessible vans, reservations are required in advance.
